vi) The EMPLOYER shall not be liable for delay supply or norsupply of any
materials which th&EMPLOYER has undertakda supply where sudailure or delay
is due to natural calamities, act of enemies, transport and procurement difficulties and
any circumstances beyond the control of the EMPLOYER. In no case, the
CONTRACTOR shalbe entitled to claim any compensation or loss suffesetiim
on this account.

vii) It shall be responsibility of the CONTRACTOR tarrange in time all materials
required for the WORKother than those to be supplied by the EMPLOYHR.
however, in the opinion of tENGINEERIN-CHARGE the execution of the WORK
is likely to be delayed due to the CONTRACTORI&bility to make arrangements for
supply of materialswhich normally he has tarrange for, theENGINEERIN-
CHARGE shall have the right at hmwvn discretion to issue such materials, if
available with the EMPLOYER or procure the materials frdma market or as
elsewhere and the CONTRACTQRII be bound to take such materials at thtes
decided by the ENGINEERN-CHARGE. This, however, does not in any way
absolve the CONTRACTOR from responsibility of makiagangements for the
supply of such materials in pant in full, should such a situation occur nor shall this
constitute a reson for the delay in the executiontbé WORK.

viii) None of the materials supplied to the CONTRACTORI be utilised by the
CONTRACTOR for manufacturing item which can be obtained as supplied from
standard manufacturer in finished form.

iX) The CONTRACTOR shall, if desired by thENGINEER IN-CHARGE, be required to
execute atndemnity Bond in the prescribed form for satestody and accounting of
all materials issued by tHeEMPLOYER.

X) The CONTRACTOR shall furnish to theENGINEERIN- CHARGE sufficienty in
advance atatement showing his requirement of the quantitfatie materials to be
supplied by the EMPLOYERNd the time when the same will be required by floim
the works, so as to enable the ENGINEERCHARGE to make necessary
arrangements forrpcurement and supply of tineaterial.

xi) Account of the materials issued by the EMPLOYERall be maintained by
CONTRACTOR indicating the daily receipt, consumption and balance in hand. This
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account shall be maintained in a manner preschigatie ENGINEER-IN-CHARGE
along with allconnected papers viz. requisitions, issues, etc.,shatl be always
available for inspection in tHeONTRACTOR'S office at SITE.

xii) TheCONTRACTORSshouldseethatonlytequired quantities of materials are got
issued. TheCONTRE&TORshallnotbeentitledtocartageandincidental charges for
returning the surplus materials, if any, to the stores wherefrom they were issued or to
theplacaas directedythe ENGINEERIN-CHARGE.

xiii) Materials/Equipment(s) supplied by EMPLOYER shalbt be utlised for any
purpose(s) than issued for.

68 Material procured withassistance oémployer/return of surplus:

68.1 Notwithstanding anything contained to the contrary in any or all the clauses of this
CONTRACT where any materiafer the execution of the CONTRACT are procured
with theassistance of the EMPLOYER either by issue fleliPLOYER'S stock or
purchases made under order pmrmits or licences issued by Government, the
CONTRACTOR shall hold the said materials as trustee for the EMPLOYER and use
such materials economically asdlely for the purpose of the CONTRACT and not
disposethem off without the permission of the EMPLOYER amtlurn, if required
by the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE, shaldetermine having due regard to the condition
of the materials. The price allowed to the CONTRACTOigwever, shall not
exceed the amount chargedhim excluding the storage charges, if any. The decision
of the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall be final and conclusivesnoch matters. In the
event of breach of the aforesaid condition, the CONTRACTOR shall, in terms of the
licences or permits and/or criminatelach of trust, be liabléo compensate the
EMPLOYER at double rate or any higher rate, in the event of those materials at that
time having higher rate or not being available in the market, dingnother rate to be
deterlmi_ned by the ENGINEER-CHARGE andhis decision shall be final and
conclusive.

69 Materials obtained fromdismantling:

69.1 If the CONTRACTOR in the course of execution of the WORK is called upon to
dismantle any part for reasons other than those stipulated in Clauses 74 and 77
herauinder, the materials obtained in the WORK ditmantling etc., will be
considered as the EMPLOYER®operty and will be disposed off to the best
advantage athe EMPLOYER.

70 Articles of value found:

70.1 All gold, silver and other minerals of any description andoedcious stones, coins,
treasure relics, antiquities and otlsémnilar things which shall be found in, under or
upon theSITE, shall be the property of the EMPLOYER and @@NTRACTOR
shall duly preserve the same to thatisfaction of the ENGINEERN-CHARGE and
shall fromtime to time deliver the same to such person or pefsaicated by the
EMPLOYER.

71 Discrepancies betweenstructions:

71.1 Should any discrepancy occur between the variogguctions furnished to the
CONTRACTOR, his agent astaff or any doubt arises as to the meaning of any such
instructions or should there be any misunderstanding between the CONTRACTOR'S
staff and theENGINEERIN- CHARGE'S staff, the CONTRACTOR shakfer the
matter immediately in writing to th&NGINEERIN-CHARGE whose decision
thereon shall bdinal and conclaive and no claim for losses alleged to haeen
caused by such discrepancies between instructiondts, or misunderstanding shall
in any event be admissible.
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72 Action where no specifications issued:

72.1 In case of any class of WORK for which there is no SPECIFICATION supplied by

the EMPLOYER asnentioned in the Tender Documents such WORK shalbbsed

out in accordance with Indian Standa@gecifications and if the Indian Standard
Specifications danot cover the same, the WORK should be carried oupers

standard Engineering Practice subject to the appro¥athe ENGINEERIN-

CHARGE.

73 Inspection of works:

73.1 The ENGINEERIN-CHARGE will have full power andauthority to inspect the
WORK at any time wherever irprogress either on the SITE or at the

CONTRACTOR'Spremises/workshops wherever situated, premiseskshops of

any person, firm or corporation where WORKconnection with the CONTRACT
may be in hand owhere materials are being or are to be supplied, and the

CONTRACTOR shall afford or procure for tHENGINEERIN- CHARGE every

facility and assistance to carry out such inspection. The CONTRACTOR shlll, at
time during the usual working hours and at all other timghath reasonable notice

of the intention of theeENGINEERIN- CHARGE or his representative to visit the
WORK shall have been given to the CONTRACTOR, eithienself be present or
receive ordes and instructions, drave a responsible agent duly accredited in writing,
presentfor the purpose. Orders given to the CONTRACTOR&eNt shall be
considered to have the same force as if they had been given to the CONTRACTOR
himself. TheCONTRACTOR shalbive not less than seven days notice in writing to
the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE before coveringp or otherwise placing beyond reach

of inspection and measurement of any work in order that the same naspbeted

and measured. In the event of breach of abime same shall be uncovered at

CONTRACTOR'S expender carrying out such measurement or inspection.

73.2 No material shall be despatched from the CONTRACTQRI&s before obtaining the

approval in writing of thé&ngineefin-Charge.

75 Samples for approval:

Such samples shall be submitted before the
WORK is commenced anidh ample time to permit tests amstaminations thereof.

All materials furnished and finishepplied in actual WORK shall be fully equal to the
approvedsamples.

76 Action and compensation ircase of bad work:

If it shall appear to the ENGINEERI-CHARGE that any work has been executed
with unsound, imperfect arnskilled workmanship, or with materials of any inferior
description, or that any materials or articles provided byOB®&ITRACTOR for the
execution othe WORK araunsound, or of a quality inferior to that contracted for, or
otherwise not in accordance with the CONTRACT, the CONTRACTOR shall on
demand in writing from thENGINEERIN-CHARGE or his authorised representative
specifying the WORK, materialsr @rticles complained afotwithstanding that the
same may have been inadverteqthssed, certified and paid for, forthwith rectify or
removeand reconstruct the WORK so specified and provide gtfogrer and suitable
materials or articles at his own castdin the event of failure to do so within the
period specifiedby the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE in his demand aforesaithe
CONTRACTOR shall be liable to pay compensatiothatrate of 1 % (One percent)

of the estimated cost of tlvehole WORK, for every weekmited to a maximum of
10% (ten percent) of the value of the whole WORK, while his failure to do so shall
continue and in the case of any sdiature the ENGINEERN-CHARGE may on
expiry of notice period rectify or remove and-egecute the WORKr remove and
replaced with others, the materialsasticles complained of to as the case may be at
the risk andexpense in all respects of the CONTRACTOR. Heeision of the
Engi?eering’n-charge as to any question arising under this clause shalldeafid
conclusive.

77 Suspension ofvorks:

77.11) Subject to the provisions of sphra (ii) of this clause, the CONTRACTOR shall, if

ordered in writing by the ENGINEERN-CHARGE, or his representative,
temporarily suspend the WORKS or any part thereof for such written order, proceed
with the WORK therein ordered to be suspended until, he shall have received a
written order to proceed therewith.

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provided that the suspension was not consequent to any defauluce ail the part
of the CONTRACTOR.

i) In case of suspensions of entire WORK, ordered in writing by ENGINBER
CHARGE, for a period of more than two months, the CONTRACTOR shall have
the option to terminate the CONTRACT.

78. Employer may do part ofwork:

78.1 Upon failure of the CONTRACTOR to comply with angstructions given in
accordance with the provisions of thiSONTRACT the EMPLOYER has the
alternative right,instead of assuming charge of entire WORK, to pladeitional
labour force, tools, equipents and materials csuch parts of the WORK, as the
EMPLOYER maydesignate or also engage another CONTRACTOR to cartryhe
WORK. In such cases, the EMPLOYER shall deduct from the amount which
otherwise might become due to the CONTRACTOR, the cosuct svork and
material with ten percent (10%) added to covedeapartmental charges and should
the total amount thereoéxceed the amount due to the CONTRACTOR, the
CONTRACTOR shall pay the difference to the EMPLOYER.

79 Possession prior taompletion:

79.1 The ENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall have the right to tak®ssession of or use any
completed or partially completed WORK or part of the WORK. Such possession or
use shalhot be deemed to be an acceptance of any work compiededordance with
the CONTRACT agreement. If sughior possession or use by the ENGER-IN-
CHARGE delays the progress of WORK, equitable adjustment intithe of
completion will be made and the CONTRAGIHreement shall be deemed to be
modified accordingly

80 Defects Liability Period (Twelve months period ofliability from the date of
issueof completion certificate):

80.1 The CONTRACTOR shall guarantee the installation/W@&tka period of 12 months
from the date of completion 8/ORK as certified by the ENGINEERN-CHARGE
whichis indicated in the Completion Certificate. Any damagdedect that may arise
or lie undiscovered at the time isue of Completion Certificate, connected in any
way withthe equipment or materials supplied by him or inleekmanship, shall be
rectified or replaced by theONTRACTOR at his own expense as deemed necessary
by the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE or in default, the ENGINEERN-CHARGE may
carry out such works bgther work and deduct actual cost incurred towards labour,
supervision and materials consalies or otherwise plus 100% towards overheads (of
which the certificate oENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall be final) from any sums that
may then be or at any time thereafter, become due GAMNTRACTOR or from his
%ontrafct Performance Security, the proceedsf sale thereof or a sufficient part on
thereof.

80.2 If the CONTRACTOR feels that any variation in WORKinmuality of materials or
proportions would be beneficial necessary to fulfil the guarantees called for, he shall
bringthis to the notice dhe ENGINEER IN-CHARGE in writing.

If during the period of liability any portion of the WORK/equipment, is found
defective and Is rectifiedéplaced, the period of liability for such equipment/ portion
of WORK shall be operative from the date suwettification/ replacement are carried
out and ContractPerformance Guarantee shall be furnished separatelythéor
extended period of liability for that portion of WORKéquipment only.
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Notwithstanding the above provisions teepplier's, guarantees/warantees the
replacedequipment shall also be passed on to the EMPLOYER.

80.3 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

Notwithstanding anything contrary contained herein, the aggregate total liability of
CONTRACTOR under the Agreement or otherwise shall be limited to 100% of
Agreement / Contract Value. However, neither party sialiable to the other party
for any indiect and consequential damages, loss of profits or loss of production.

81 Care of works

From the commencement to completion of the WORKQB®&TRACTOR shall take

full responsibility for the care for all works including all temporary works and in case
anydamages, loss or injury shall happen to the WORK antppart thereof or to
any temporary works from any cause whatsoever, shall at hisastnepair and make
good thesame so that at completion the WORK shall be in good order and in
conformity in every respects with the requirement of the CONTRACT and the
ENGINEERIN- CHARGE'S instructions.

81.1 DEFECTS PRIOR TO TAKING OVER

If at any time, before the WORK is taken over, the ENGINEERRCHARGE
shall:

a) Decide that any works done or materials used byCCB&NTRACTOR or by any SUB
CONTRACTOR isdefective or not in accordance with the CONTRACTthat the works
or any portion thereof are defective, orrdut fulfill the requirements of CONTRACT (all

In caseCONTRACTOR shall fail to do so, the EMPLOYERay take, at the
cost of the CONTRACTOR, such stepsraay in all circumstances, be
reasonable to make good such defects. The expenditure so incurred by the
EMPLOYER will be recovered from the amount due to@@NTRACTOR.

The decision of thENGINEERIN-CHARGE with regard to the
amount to beecovered from the CONTRACTOR will be final and bindorg
the CONTRACTOR. As soon as the WORK has besmpleted in
accordance with the CONTRACT (exceptmmor resgcts that do not affect
their use for the purpose

DEFECTS AFTER TAKING OVER:

In order that the CONTRACTOR could obtaifC® MPLETION CERTIFICATE he
shall make good, with alpossible speed, any defect arising from the defective
materials supplied by the CONTRACTOR or workmanship or any act or omission of
the CONTRACT or that may haween noticed or developed, after the works or groups
of the works has been taken over, thegakallowed for carryingput such WORK will

be normally one month. If any defdo¢ not remedied within a reasonable time, the
EMPLOYERmMay proceed to do the WORK at CONTRACTOR'S riskexense and
deduct from the final bill such amount as nh@ydecidedy the EMPLOYER.

If by reason of any default on the part of tGONTRACTOR a COMPLETION
CERTIFICATE has nobeen issued in respect of any portion of the WORK wibhie
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month after the date fixed by the CONTRACT for tdmmpletion of the WORK, the
EMPLOYER shall be aliberty to use the WORK or any portion thereof in respect of
which a completion certificate has not been isspealided that the WORK or the
portion theref so used as aforesaid shall be afforded reasonable opportunity for
completing these works for the issue of Completion Certificate.

82 Guarantee/transfer of guarantee

82.1

For works like wateproofing, acid and alkali resisting materials, -poastruction

soil treatment against termite or any other specialized works etc. the
CONTRACTOR shall invariably engage SHUBONTRACTORS who are specialists

in the field and firms of rage and such a SUBONTRACTOR shall furnish
guarantees for their workmanship to the EMPLOYER, through the CONTRACTOR.
In case such a SUBONTRACTOR/ firm is not prepared to furnish a guarantee to
the EMPLOYER, the CONTRACTOR shall give that guarantee ed&PLOYER
directly.

83 Training of employer'spersonnel:

83.1

The CONTRACTOR undertakes to provide training to Engineering personnel
selected and sent by the EMPLOYER at the works of the CONTRACTOR without
any cost to the EMPLOYER. The period and the nature of training for the individual
personnel shall be agreed npmutually between the CONTRACTOR and the
EMPLOYER. These engineering personnel shall be given special training at the
shops, where the equipment will lp@anufactured and/ or in their collaborator's
works andwhere possible, in any other plant where eq@ptmmanufactured by the
CONTRACTOR or his collaborators ignder installation or test to enable those
personnel to become familiar with the equipment being furnished by the
CONTRACTOR. EMPLOYER shall bear only the to and fro fare of the said
engineering personnel.

84 Replacement of defective parts and materials:

84.1 If during the progress of the WORK, EMPLOYER shall
decide and inform in writing to the CONTRACTOR, that the
CONTRACTOR has manufactured any plant or part of the
plant unsound or iperfect or has furnished plant inferior to
the quality specified, the CONTRACTOR on receiving
details of such defects or deficiencies shall at his own
expenses within 7 (seven) days of his receiving the natice,
otherwise within such time as may be rewduy necessary
for making it good, proceed to alter-aenstructor remove
such work and furnish fresh equipments uptostaedards of
the specificationtn case the CONTRACTOR fails to do so,
EMPLOYER may on giving the CONTRACTOR 7 (seven)
day's notican writing of hisintentions to do so, proceed to
remove the portion of th&/ORK so complained of and at
the cost of CONTRACTOR'S, perform all such works or
furnish all such equipments provided that nothing in the
clause shalbe deemed to deprive the EMBYER of or
affect any rights under the CONTRACT, the EMPLOYER
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may otherwise have in respect of such defects and
deficiencies.

84.2 The CONTRACTOR'S full and extreme liability under
this clause shall be satisfied by the payments to the
EMPLOYER of the extra caos of such replacements
procured including erection/installation as provided for in
the CONTRACT,; such extra cost being the ascertained
difference between the price paid by the EMPLOYER for
such replacements and the CONTRACT price portion for
such defectig plants and repayments of any sum paid by the
EMPLOYER to the CONTRACTOR in respect of such
defective plant. Should the EMPLOYER not so replace the
defective plant the CONTRACTOR'S extreme liability under
this clause shall be limited to the repayment of all such
sums paid by the EMPLOYER under the CONTRACT for
such defective plant.

85 Indemnity

85.1

If any action is brought before a Court, Tribunal or atiyer Authority against the
Employer or an officer or agent of the EMPLOYER, for the failure, omission or
neglect orthe part of the CONTRACTOR to perform any aostters, covenants or
things undethe CONTRACT, odamage or injury caused by the alleged omission or
negligence on the part of the CONTRACTOR, his agents, representatives or his
SUB- CONTRACTOR'S, or irconnection with any claim based on lawful
demands of SUEBONTRACTOR's worknen suppliers or employeeshe
CONTRACTOR, shall in such cases indemnify and keep the EMPLOYER and/or
their representativesarmless from all losses, damages, expenses or decrsies)

out of such action.

86 Construction aidsgequipments, tools & takles:-

86.1

CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible for making available for executing the
WORK, all requisite CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENTS, Special Aids, Barges,
Cranes and the like, all Tools, Tackles and Testing Equipment and Appliances,
including imports of suclequipment etc. as required. In case of import of the same
the rates applicable for levying of Custom Duty on such Equipment, Tools, &
Tackles and the duty drawback applicable thereon shall be ascertained by the
CONTRACTOR from the concerned authorities@Gdvernment of India. It shall be
clearly understood that EMPLOYER shall not in any way be responsible for
arranging to obtain Custom Clearance and/or payment of any duties and/or duty
draw backs etc. for such equipments so imported by the CONTRACTORand t
CONTRACTOR shall be fully responsible for all taxes, duties and documentation
with regard to the same. Tenderer in his own interest may contact, for any
clarifications in the matter, concerned agencies/Dept./Ministries of Govt. of India.
All clarifications so obtained and interpretations thereof shall be solely the
responsibility of the CONTRACTOR.

SECTION-VI CERTIFICATES AND PAYMENTS

87 Schedule of rates and payments

87.1

CONTRACT and no further or other payment whatsoever shall be or become due or
payable to the CONTRACTOR under tBONTRACT

SCHEDULE OF RATES TO BE INCLUSIVE:

The prices/rates quoted by the CONTRACTOR shall remain firm till the issue of
FINAL CERTIFICATE and shall not be subject to escalation. Schedule of Rates
shall be deemed to include and cover all costperses and liabilities of every
description and all risks of every kind to be taken in executing, completing and
handing over the WORK to the EMPLOYER by the CONTRACTOR. The
CONTRACTOR shall be deemed to have known the nature, scope, magnitude and
the extat of the WORK and materials required though the CONTRACT
DOCUMENT may not fully and precisely furnish them. Tenderer's shall make such
provision in the Schedule of Rates as he may consider necessary to cover the cost of
such items of WORK and materialsragay be reasonable and necessary to complete
the WORK. The opinion of the ENGINEERI-CHARGE as to the items of WORK
which are necessary and reasonable for COMPLETION OF WORK shall be final
and binding on the CONTRACTOR, although the same may not be sbioven
described specifically in CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.

Generality of this present provision shall not be deemed to cut down or limit in any
way because in certain cases it may and in other cases it may not be expressly stated
that the CONTRACTOR shall do @erform a work or supply articles or perform
services at his own cost or without addition of payment or without extra charge or
words to the same effect or that it may be stated or not stated that the same are
included in and covered by the Schedule oeRat

SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENTS,
MATERIALS, LABOUR ETC.:

Without in any way limiting the provisions of the preceding-slause the Schedule

of Rates shall be deemed to include and cover the cost of all construction equipment,
temporary WORK (except as provided for herein), pumps, materials, labour,
insurance, fuel, consumables, stores and appliances to be supplied by the
CONTRACTOR and all other matters in connection with each item in the Schedule
of Rates and the execution the WORK or any portion thereof finished, complete

in every respect and maintained as shown or described in the CONTRACT
DOCUMENTS or as may be ordered in writing during the continuance of the
CONTRACT.

SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER ROYALTIES, RENTS ANCLAIMS:

The Schedule of Rates (i.e., VALUE OF CONTRACT) shall be deemed to include
and cover the cost of all royalties and fees for the articles and processes, protected
by letters, patent or otherwise incorporated in or used in connection with the
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vi) SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY:

vii) SCHEDULE OF RATES CANNOT BE ALTERED:

Payment for any additional work which is not covered in the Schedule of Rates,
shall only be released on issuance of change order.

BILLING PROCEDURE:

The CONTRACTOR shall take sufficient care in moving his plants,
equipments and materials from one place to another so that they do s®t cau
any damage to any person or to the property of the EMPLOYER or any third
party including overhead and underground cables and in the event of any
damage resulting to the property of the EMPLOYER or of a third party during
the movement of the aforesaicapt, equipment or materials the cost of such
damages including eventual loss of production, operation or services in any
plant or establishment as estimated by the EMPLOYER or ascertained or
demanded by the third party shall be borne by the CONTRACTORd Thi
party liability risk shall be Rupees One lakh for single accident and limited to
Rupees Ten lakhs.

The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify and keep the EMPLOYER harmless of
all claims for damages to property other than EMPLOYER's property arising
under or by reason of this agreement, if such claims result from the fault
and/or negligence or willful acts or omission of the CONTRACTOR, his
employees, agents, representative of SLBNTRACTOR.
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SECTION-VIII LABOUR LAWS
103 Labour laws:

103.1 i) No labour below the age of 18 (eighteen) years shall be employed on the
WORK.

i)  The CONTRACTOR shall not pay less than what is provided under law to
labourers engaged by him on the WORK.

i)  The CONTRACTOR shall at his egpse comply with all labour laws and keep
the EMPLOYER indemnified in respect thereof.

Iv) The CONTRACTOR shall pay equal wages for men and women in accordance
with applicable labour laws.

v) If the CONTRACTOR is covered under the Contract labour (Regulation and
Abolition) Act, he shall obtain a licence from licensing authority (i.e. office of
the labour commissioner) by payment of necessary prescribed fee and the
deposit, if any, before stamy the WORK under the CONTRACT. Such
fee/deposit shall be borne by the CONTRACTOR.

vi) The CONTRACTOR shall employ labour in sufficient numbers either directly
or through SUB CONTRACTOR's to maintain the required rate of progress
and of quality to ense workmanship of the degree specified in the
CONTRACT and to the satisfaction of the ENGINEENRCHARGE.

vi) The CONTRACTOR shall furnish to the ENGINEHR- CHARGE the
distribution return of the number and description, by trades of the work people
empbyed on the works. The CONTRACTOR shall also submit on the 4th and
19th of every month to the ENGINEEIR-CHARGE a true statement showing
in respect of the second half of the preceding month and the first half of the
current month (1) the accidents thatweed during the said fortnight showing
the circumstances under which they happened and the extent of damage and
injury caused by them and (2) the number of female workers who have been
allowed Maternity Benefit as provided in the Maternity Benefit Ac61L®n
Rules made thereunder and the amount paid to them.

viii) The CONTRACTOR shall comply with the provisions of the payment of Wage
Act 1936, Employee Provident Fund Act 1952, Minimum Wages Act 1948.
Employers Liability Act 1938. Workmen's Compensatidat 1923, Industrial
Disputes Act 1947, the Maternity Benefit Act 1961 and Contract Labour
Regulation and Abolition Act 1970, Employment of Children Act 1938 or any
modifications thereof or any other law relating thereto and rules made thereunder
from timeto time.

ix) The ENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall on a report having been made by an
Inspecting Officer as defined in Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act
1970 have the power to deduct from the money due to the CONTRACTOR any
sum required or estimated be required for making good the loss suffered by a
worker or workers by reason of ndmlfillment of the Conditions of the Contract
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for the benefit of workers, ngpayment of wages or of deductions made from his
or their wages which are not justified/ lthe terms of the Contract or non
observance of the said regulations.

X) The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify the EMPLOYER against any payments to be
made under and for the observance of the provisions of the aforesaid Acts without
prejudice to his right to dhin indemnity from his SUECONTRACTOR's. In the
event of the CONTRACTOR committing a default or breach of any of the
provisions of the aforesaid Acts as amended from time to time, of furnishing any
information or submitting or filling and Form/ Regist&iip under the provisions
of these Acts which is materially incorrect then on the report of the inspecting
Officers, the CONTRACTOR shall without prejudice to any other liability pay to
the EMPLOYER a sum not exceeding Rs.50.00 as Liquidated Damage®ifgr ev
default, breach or furnishing, making, submitting, filling materially incorrect
statement as may be fixed by the ENGINEER CHARGE and in the event of
the CONTRACTOR's default continuing in this respect, the Liquidated Damages
may be enhanced to R8.B0 per day for each day of default subject to a
maximum of one percent of the estimated cost of the WORK put to tender. The
ENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall deduct such amount from bills or Contract
Performance Security of the CONTRACTOR and credit the sameetdVelfare
Fund constitute under these acts. The decision of the ENGINNERHARGE
in this respect shall be final and binding.

104 Implementation of Apprentices Act, 1961

104.1 The CONTRACTOR shall comply with the provisions of the Apprentices A&119
and the Rules and Orders issued thereunder from time to time. If he fails to do so,
his failure will be a breach of the CONTRACT and the ENGINEERCHARGE
may, at his discretion, cancel the CONTRACT. The CONTRACTOR shall also be
liable for any pecunigrliability arising on account of any violation by him of the
provisions, of the Act.

105 Contractor to indemnify the Employer:

105.1 i) The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify the EMPLOYER and every member, office
and employee of the EMPLOYER, also the ENGINEEERCHARGE and his staff
against all actions, proceedings, claims, demands, costs and expenses whatsoever
arising out of or in connection with the matters referred to in Clause 102.0 and
elsewhere and all actions, proceedings, claims, demands, costs andesxprhich
may be made against the EMPLOYER for or in respect of or arising out of any
failure by the CONTRACTOR in the performance of his obligations under the
CONTRACT DOCUMENT. The EMPLOYER shall not be liable for or in respect of
or arising out of anyfailure by the CONTRACTOR in the performance of his
obligations under the CONTRACT DOCUMENT. The EMPLOYER shall not be
liable for or in respect of any demand or compensation payable by law in respect or
in consequence of any accident or injury to any wwkR or other person. In the
employment of the CONTRACTOR or his SWBONTRACTOR the
CONTRACTOR shall indemnify and keep indemnified the EMPLOYER against all
such damages and compensations and against all claims, damages, proceedings,
costs, charges and exyges whatsoever in respect thereof or in relation thereto.
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i) PAYMENT OF CLAIMS AND DAMAGES:

Should the EMPLOYER have to pay any money in respect of such claims or
demands as aforesaid the amount so paid and the costs incurred by the EMPLOYER
shall be charged to and paid by the CONTRACTOR and the CONTRACTOR shall
not be at liberty to dispute or estion the right of the EMPLOYER to make such
payments notwithstanding the same, may have been made without the consent or
authority or in law or otherwise to the contrary.

iii) In every case in which by virtue of the provisions of Section 12;s8abm (i) of
workmen's compensation Act, 1923 or other applicable provision of Workmen
Compensation Act or any other Act, the EMPLOYER is obliged to pay
compensation to a workman employed by the CONTRACTOR in execution of the
WORK, the EMPLOYER will recover &im the CONTRACTOR the amount of the
compensation so paid, and without prejudice to the rights of EMPLOYER under
Section 12, Subsection (2) of the said act, EMPLOYER shall be at liberty to
recover such amount or any part thereof by deducting it from thetrast
Performance Security or from any sum due to the CONTRACTOR whether under
this CONTRACT or otherwise. The EMPLOYER shall not be bound to contest any
claim made under Section 12, Ssixction (i) of the said act, except on the written
request of the ONTRACTOR and upon his giving to the EMPLOYER full security
for all costs for which the EMPLOYER might become liable in consequence of
contesting such claim.

106 Health and sanitary arrangements for workers:

106.1 In respect of all labour directly or directly employed in the WORKS for the
performance of the CONTRACTOR's part of this agreement, the CONTRACTOR
shall comply with or cause to be complied with all the rules and regulations of the
local sanitary and other authorities or as framed by the EMBEEDfrom time to
time for the protection of health and sanitary arrangements for all workers.

106.2 The CONTRACTOR shall provide in the labour colony all amenities such as
electricity, water and other sanitary and health arrangements. The CONTRACTOR
shal also provide necessary surface transportation to the place of work and back to
the colony for their personnel accommodated in the labour colony.

SECTION-IX APPLICABLE LAWS AND SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
107 Arbitration:

107.1 Unless otherwise specifiethe matters where decision of the Engir@eCharge is
deemed to be final and binding as provided in the Agreement and the issues/disputes
which cannot be mutually resolved within a reasonable time, all disputes shall be
referred to arbitration by Sole Bitrator.

The Employer [BHAGYANAGAR GAS LTD.] shall suggest a panel of three

independent and distinguished persons to the bidder/contractor/supplier/buyer (as the
case may be) to select any one among them to act as the Sole Arbitrator.
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107.2

In the event of failure of the other parties to select the Sole Arbitrator within 30 days
from the receipt of the communication suggesting the panel of arbitrators, the right
of selection of the sole arbitrator by the other party shall stand forfeitedhand
EMPLOYER (BGL) shall have discretion to proceed with the appointment of the
Sole Arbitrator. The decision of Employer on the appointment of the sole arbitrator
shall be final and binding on the parties.

The award of sole arbitrator shall be final dmdding on the parties and unless
directed/awarded otherwise by the sole arbitrator, the cost of arbitration proceedings
shall be shared equally by the parties. The Arbitration proceedings shall be in
English language and venue shall be Hyderabad, India.

Subject to the above, the provisions of (Indian) Arbitration & Conciliation ACT
1996 and the Rules framed there under shall be applicable. All matter relating to this
contract are subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the court situated in the state of
AP.

Bidders/suppliers/contractors may please note that the Arbitration & Conciliation
Act 1996 was enacted by the Indian Parliament and is based on United Nations
Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL model law), which were
prepared after exteive consultation with Arbitral Institutions and centers of
International Commercial Arbitration. The United Nations General Assembly vide
resolution 31/98 adopted the UNCITRAL Arbitration rules on 15 December 1976.

FOR THE SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES BBVEEN GOVERNMENT
DEPARTMENT AND ANOTHER AND ONE GOVERNMENT DEPARTMENT
AND PUBLIC ENTERPRISE AND ONE PUBLIC ENTERPRISE AND
ANOTHER THE ARBITRATION SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS:

"In the event of any dispute or difference between the parties hereto, such dispute or
difference shall be resolved amicably by mutual consultation or through the good
offices of empowered agencies of the Government. If such resolution is not possible,
then, the unresolved dispute or difference shall be referred to arbitration of an
arbitrator to be nominated by Secretary, Department of Legal Affairs ("Law
Secretary”) in terms of the Office Memorandum No.55/3/ZF; dated the 19th
December 1975 issued by the Cabinet Secretariat (Department of Cabinet Affairs),
as modified from time to time.he Arbitration Act 1940 (10 of 1940) shall not be
applicable to the arbitration under this clause. The award of the Arbitrator shall be
binding upon parties to the dispute. Provided, however, any party aggrieved by such
award may make a further referenoe $etting aside or revision of the award to Law
Secretary whose decision shall bind the parties finally and conclusively.

108 Jurisdiction:

108.1

The CONTRACT shall be governed by and constructed according to the laws in
force in INDIA. The CONTRACTORhereby submits to the jurisdiction of the
Courts situated at Hyderabad for the purposes of disputes, actions and proceedings
arising out of the CONTRACT, the court at Hyderabad only will have the
jurisdiction to hear and decide such disputed, actions erue@dings.
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SECTION-X SAFETY CODES
109 General:

109.1 CONTRACTOR shall adhere to safe construction practice and guard against
hazardous, and unsafe working conditions and shall comply with EMPLOYER's
safety rules as set forth herein. Prior to startooistruction, CONTRACTOR will be
furnished copies of EMPLOYER's "Safety Code" for information and guidance, if it
has been prepared.

110 Safety regulations:

110.11) In respect of all laboudirectly employed in the WORK for the performance
of CONTRACTOR's part of this agreement, the CONTRACTOR shall at his own
expense arrange for all the safety provisions as per safety codes of C.P.W.D., Indian
Standards Institution. The Electricity Acth& Mines Act and such other acts as
applicable.

i) The CONTRACTOR shall observe and abide by all fire and safety regulations of the
EMPLOYER. Before starting construction work CONTRACTOR shall consult with
EMPLOYER's safety Engineers or ENGINEERI-CHARGE and must make good
to the satisfaction of the EMPLOYER any loss or damage due to fire to any portion
of the work done or to be done under this agreement or to any of the EMPLOYER's
existing property.

111 First aid and industrial injuries:

111.1 i) CONTRACTOR shall maintain first aid facilities for its employees and those of its
SUB-CONTRACTOR.

i) CONTRACTOR shall make outside arrangements for ambulance service and for the
treatment of industrial injuries. Names of those providing theséces shall be
furnished to EMPLOYER prior to start of construction and their telephone numbers
shall be prominently posted in CONTRACTOR's field office.

i) All critical industrial injuries shall be reported promptly to EMPLOYER, and a copy
of CONTRACTOR's report covering each personal injury requiring the attention of
a physician shall be furnished to the EMPLOYER.

112 General rules:

112.1 Smoking within the battery area, tank farm or dock limits is strictly prohibited.
Violators of the no smokmnrules shall be discharged immediately.

113 Contractor's barricades:

113.1 i) CONTRACTOR shall erect and maintain barricades required in connection with his
operation to guard or protect:

a) Excavations
b) Hoisting Areas.
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c) Areas adjudged hazardous by CONTRACTOR's or EMPLOYER's inspectors.

d) EMPLOYER's existing propty subject to damage by CONTRACTOR's
Operations.

e) Rail Road unloading spots.

i) CONTRACTOR's employees and those of his SUBONTRACTOR's shall
become acquainted with EMPLOYER's barricading practice and shall respect the
provisions thereof.

iii) Barricades and hazardous areas adjacent to, but not located in normal routes of
travel shall be marked by red flasher lanterns at nights.

114 Scaffolding:
114.11) Suitable scaffolding should be provided for workmen for all works that cannot

ii)

safely be doe from the ground or from solid construction except such short period
work as can be done safely from ladders. When a ladder is used an extra Mazdoor
shall be engaged for holding the ladder and if the ladder is used for carrying material
as well, suitablgootholds and handholds shall be provided on the ladder and the
ladder shall be given an inclination not steeper than 1 in 4 (1 horizontal and 4
vertical).

Scaffolding or staging more than 4 metres above the ground or floor, swing
suspended from arverhead support or erected with stationary support shall have a
guard rail properly attached, bolted, braced and otherwise retarded at least one metre
high above the floor or platform of such scaffolding or staging and extending along
the entire length ofhe outside and ends thereof with only such openings as may be
necessary for the delivery of materials. Such scaffolding or staging shall be so
fastened as to prevent it from swaying from the building or structure.

Working platform, gangway and staay should be so constructed that they should
not sag unduly or unequally and if the height of platform of the gangway or the
stairway is more than 4 metres above the ground level or floor level, they should be
closely boarded, should have adequate wadhith should be suitably fastened as in ii)
above.

Every opening in the floor of a building or in a working platform shall be provided
with suitable means to prevent the fall of persons or materials by providing suitable
fencing of railing whose mininma heights shall be 1 metre.

platforms and other working places, every ladder shall be securely fixed. No
portable single ladder shall be over 9 metres in length while the width between side
rails in rung ladder shall in no case be less than 30 aniadder upto and including

3 metres in length. For longer ladder this width should be increased 5mm for each
additional foot of length. Uniform steps spacing shall not exceed 30 cms. Adequate
precautions shall be taken to prevent danger from electringdragnt. No materials

on any of the sites or work shall be so stacked or placed to cause danger or
inconvenience to any person or public. The CONTRACTOR shall also provide all
necessary fencing and lights to protect the workers and staff from accidehts, an
shall be bound to bear the expenses of defense of every suit, action or other
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proceeding of law that may be brought by any person for injury sustained owing to
neglect of the above precautions and pay any damages and costs which may be
awarded in any sincsuit or action or proceeding to any such person or which may
with the consent of the CONTRACTOR be paid to compromise any claim by any
such person.

115 Excavation and trenching:

115.1 All trenches 1.2 metres more in depth, shall at all times be supplied with at least
one ladder for each 50 metres length or fraction thereof. Ladder shall be extended
from bottom of the trenches to atleast 1 metre above the surface of the ground. The
sides of the trenches vdt are 1.5M in depth shall be stepped back to give suitable
slope or securely held by timber bracing, so as to avoid the danger of sides to
collapse. The excavated materials shall not be placed within 1.5 metres of the edge
of the trench or half of the tneh width whichever is more. Cutting shall be done
from top to bottom. Under no circumstances undermining or ucuténg shall be
done.

116 Demolition/general safety:

116.1 i) Before any demolition work is commenced and also during the progress of the
demolition work

a) All roads and open areas adjacent to the work site shall either be closed or
suitably protected.

b) No electric cable or apparatus which is liable to be a source of danger shall
remain electrically charged.

c) All practical seps shall be taken to prevent danger to persons employed from risk
of fire or explosion or flooding. No floor, roof or other part of the building shall
be so overloaded with debris or materials as to render it unsafe.

i) All necessary personal safetyuggment as considered adequate by the ENGINEER
IN-CHARGE, should be kept available for the use of the persons employed on the
SITE and maintained in condition suitable for immediate use, and the
CONTRACTOR shall take adequate steps to ensure proper eg@ipment by those
concerned.

a) Workers employed on mixing asphaltic materials, cement and lime mortars shall
be provided with protective footwear and protective gloves.

b) Those engaged in white washing and mixing or stacking or cement bags or any
mateial which are injurious to the eyes be provided with protective goggles.

¢) Those engaged in welding and cutting works shall be provided with protective face
& eye shield, hand gloves, etc.

d) Stone breakers shall be provided with protective goggleguatdctive clothing
and seated at sufficiently safe intervals.

e) When workers are employed in sewers and manholes, which are in use, the
CONTRACTOR shall ensure that the manhole covers are opened and are
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ii)

iv)

a) These shall be of good mechanical constrncgound materials and adequate strength
b) Every rope used in hoisting or lowering materials or as means of suspension shall be of

c) Every crane driver or hoisting appliance operator shall be properly qualified and no

d) In cag of every hoisting machine and of every chain ring hook, shackle, swivel, and
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ventilated atleast for an hour before the workars allowed to get into the
manholes, and the manholes so opened shall be cordoned off with suitable railing
and provided with warning signals or board to prevent accident to the public.

f) The CONTRACTOR shall not employ men below the age of 18 years and women
on the work of painting with products containing lead in any form. Wherever men
above the age of 18 years are employed on the work of lead painting, the
following precautions should laken.

1) No paint containing lead or lead product shall be used except in the form of paste
or readymade paint.

2) Suitable face masks should be supplied for use by the workers when paint is
applied in the form of spray or a surface having lead paiptrdbbed and
scrapped.

3) Overalls shall be supplied by the CONTRACTOR to the workmen and adequate
facilities shall be provided to enable the working painters to wash them during
and on cessation of work.

When the work is done near any place whaeze is risk of drowning, all necessary
safety equipment should be provided and kept ready for use and all necessary steps
taken for prompt rescue of any person in danger and adequate provision should be
made for prompt first aid treatment of all injugiékely to be sustained during the
course of the work.

Use of hoisting machines and tackles including their attachments, anchorage and
supports shall conform to the following standards or conditions:

and free from patent defect and shall be kept in good working order.
durable quality and adequate strength and free fraempédefects.

person under the age of 21 years should be in charge of any hoisting machine
including any scaffolding, winch or give signals to the operator.

pulley block used in hoisting or lowering or as means of suspension, the safe working
load shall be ascertained by adequate means. Every hoisting machine and all gears
referredto above shall be plainly marked with the safe working load of the conditions
under which it is applicable and the same shall be clearly indicated. No part of any
machine or any gear referred to above in this paragraph shall be loaded beyond safe
working load except for the purpose of testing.

In case of departmental machine, the safe working load shall be notified by the
ENGINEERIN-CHARGE. As regards CONTRACTOR's machines, the
CONTRACTOR shall notify the safe working load of the machine to the
ENGINEER-IN-CHARGE whenever he brings any machinery to SITE of WORK and
get it verified by the Engineer concerned.
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V) Motors, gears, transmission lines, electric wiring and other dangerous parts of
hoisting appliances should be provided with efficient safeguatdoisting
appliances should be provided with such means as to reduce to minimum the
accidental descent of the load, adequate precautions should be taken to reduce the
minimum risk of any part or parts of a suspended load becoming accidentally
displaced When workers are employed on electrical installations which are already
energised, insulating mats, wearing apparel, such as gloves, sleeves, and boots as
may be necessary should be provided. The workers shall not wear any rings, watches
and carry keys oother materials which are good conductors of electricity.

vi) All scaffolds, ladders and other safety devices mentioned or described herein shall
be maintained in safe conditions and no scaffolds, ladder or equipment shall be
altered or removed while i in use. Adequate washing facilities should be provided
at or near places of work.

vii) These safety provisions should be brought to the notice of all concerned by
displaying on a notice board at a prominent place at the-smryk The person
responsite for compliance of the safety code shall be named therein by the
CONTRACTOR.

viii) To ensure effective enforcement of the rules and regulations relating to safety
precautions, the arrangements made by the CONTRACTOR shall be open to
inspection by the Ware Officer, ENGINEERIN- CHARGE or safety Engineer of
the Administration or their representatives.

ix) Notwithstanding the above clauses there is nothing in these to exempt the
CONTRACTOR for the operations of any other Act or rules in force in thpailRtie
of India. The work throughout including any temporary works shall be carried out in
such a manner as not to interfere in any way whatsoever with the traffic on any roads
or footpath at the site or in the vicinity thereto or any existing works whétlee
property of the Administration or of a third party.

In addition to the above, the CONTRACTOR shall abide by the safety code
provision as per C.P.W.D. Safety code and Indian Standard Safety Code from time
to time.

117 Care in handling inflammable gas:
117.1 The CONTRACTOR has to ensure all precautionary measures and exercise utmost
care in handling the inflammable gas cylinder/inflammable liquids/paints etc. as

required under the law and/or as advised by theNuthorities of the EMPLOYER.

118 Temporary combustible structures:
118.1 Temporary combustible structures will not be built near or around work site.

119 Precautions against fire:
119.1 The CONTRACTOR will have to provide Fire Extinguishers, FirekBts and drums

at worksite as recommended by ENGINEERCHARGE. They will have to
ensure all precautionary measures and exercise utmost care in handling the
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inflammable gas cylinders/ inflammable liquid/ paints etc. as advised by
ENGINEERIN-CHARGE. Temprary combustible structures will not be built near
or around the wo-Hsite.

120 Explosives:

120.1 Explosives shall not be stored or used on the WORK or on the SITE by the
CONTRACTOR without the permission of the ENGINEBER-CHARGE in writing
and thenonly in the manner and to the extent to which such permission is given.
When explosives are required for the WORK they will be stored in a special
magazine to be provided at the cost of the CONTRACTOR in accordance with the
Explosives Rules. The CONTRACTOS$hall obtain the necessary licence for the
storage and the use of explosives and all operations in which or for which explosives
are employed shall be at sole risk and responsibility of the CONTRACTOR and the
CONTRACTOR shall indemnify the EMPLOYER agdinany loss or damage
resulting directly or indirectly therefrom.

121 Mines act:

121.1 SAFETY CODE: The CONTRACTOR shall at his own expense arrange for the safety
provisions as required by the ENGINEER-CHARGE in respect of all labour
directly employd for performance of the WORKS and shall provide all facilities in
connection therewith. In case the CONTRACTOR fails to make arrangements and
provides necessary facilities as aforesaid, the ENGINBERCHARGE shall be
entitled to do so and recover thestothereof from the CONTRACTOR.

121.2 Failure to comply with Safety Code or the provisions relating to report on accidents
and to grant of maternity benefits to female workers shall make the CONTRACTOR
liable to pay Company Liquidated Damages an amount not exceeding-Rs.&@/ch
default or materially incorrect statement. The decision of the ENGINHER
CHARGE in such matters based on reports from the Inspecting Officer or from
representatives of ENGINEERI-CHARGE shall be final and binding and
deductions for recovery of such Liquidated Dxgas may be made from any amount
payable to the CONTRACTOR from all the provisions of the Mines Act, 1952 or any
statutory modifications or renactment thereof the time being in force and any Rules
and Regulations made thereunder in respect of all tsepeemployed by him under
this CONTRACT and shall indemnify the EMPLOYER from and against any claim
under the Mines Act or the rules and regulations framed thereunder by or on behalf of
any persons employed by him or otherwise.

122 Preservation of place

122.1 The CONTRACTOR shall take requisite precautions and use his best endeavours to
prevent any riotous or unlawful behaviour by or amongst his worker and others
employed or the works and for the preservation of peace and protection of the
inhabitaris and security of property in the neighborhood of the WORK. In the event
of the EMPLOYER requiring the maintenance of a Special Police Force at or in the
vicinity of the site during the tenure of works, the expenses thereof shall be borne by
the CONTRACT@® and if paid by the EMPLOYER shall be recoverable from the
CONTRACTOR.
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123 Outbreak of infectious diseases:

123.1 The CONTRACTOR shall remove from his camp such labour and their facilities who
refuse protective inoculation and vaccination when callpdn to do so by the
ENGINEERIN-CHARGE's representative. Should Cholera, Plague or other
infectious diseases break out the CONTRACTOR shall burn the huts, beddings,
clothes and other belongings or used by the infected parties and promptly erect new
huts o healthy sites as required by the ENGINEERCHARGE failing which
within the time specified in the Engineer's requisition, the work may be done by the
EMPLOYER and the cost thereof recovered from the CONTRACTOR.

124 Use of intoxicants:

124.1 The unatibrized sale of spirits or other intoxicants, beverages upon the work in any
of the buildings, encampments or tenements owned, occupied by or within the
control of the CONTRACTOR or any of his employee is forbidden and the
CONTRACTOR shall exercise his IneEnce and authority to the utmost extent to
secure strict compliance with this condition.

In addition to the above, the CONTRACTOR shall abide by the safety code
provision as per C.P.W.D. safety code and Indian Standard Code framed from time

to time.
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
