52 Brand names:

52.1 The specific reference in the SPECIFICATIONS and documendsy material by
trade name, make or catalogue number slmlttonstrued as establishing standard or
quality and performance and not as limited competition. However, TENDERER may
offer other simlar equipments provided it meets the specified standard design and
performance requirements.

53 Completion of contract:

53.1 Unless otherwise terminated under the provisions of any off@rant clause, this
CONTRACT shall be deemed to have bemmpleted at the expiration of the
PERIOD OF LIABILITY asprovided for under the CONTRACT.

541 The CONTRACTOR shall furnish to the EMPLOYER all spareguired for
COMMISSIONING of the plants, recommendatory and/or mandatory spares, which
are required essential by theanufacturer/supplier. The same shall be delivered at
SITE, 3(Three) months before COMMISSIONING.

Also the CONTRACTOR should furnish the manufacturing drawings for fast

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SECTION-V PERFORMANCE OF WORK

55 Execution of work:

55.1 All the Works shall be executed in strict conformity with the provisions of the
CONTRACT Documents and with such explanatory detailed drawings, specification
and instructions as may be furnished from time to time to the CONTRACTOR by
the ENGINEERIN-CHARGE whethe mentioned in the CONTRACT or not. The
CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for ensuring that works throughout are
executed in the most substantial, proper and workmanlike manner with the quality of
material and workmanship in strict accordance with the SPBBIHONS and to
the entire satisfaction of the ENGINEHR-CHARGE. The CONTRACTOR shall
provide all necessary materials equipment labour etc. for execution and maintenance
of WORK till completion unless otherwise mentioned in the CONTRACT.

56 Coordination and inspection of work:

56.1 The coordination and inspection of the deyday work under the CONTRACT
shall be the responsibility of the ENGINEHR-CHARGE. The written instruction
regarding any particular job will normally be passed by the ENGINEBER
CHARGE or his authorised representative. A work order book will be maintained by
the CONTRACTOR for each sector in which the aforesaid written instructions will
be entered. These will be signed by the CONTRACTOR or his authorised
representative by way acknowledgement within 12 hours.

57 Work in monsoon and dewatering:

57.1 Unless otherwise specified elsewhere in the tender, the execution of the WORK may
entail working in the monsoon also. The CONTRACTOR must maintain a minimum
labour force as may be required for the job and plan and execute the construction
and erection aceding to the prescribed schedule. No extra rate will be considered
for such work in monsoon.

57.2 During monsoon and other period, it shall be the responsibility of the
CONTRACTOR to keep the construction work site free from water at his own cost.

58 Work on Sundays and Holidays:

58.1 For carrying out Work on Sundays, and Holidays, the CONTRACTOR will
approach the ENGINEERN-CHARGE or his representative at least two days in
advance and obtain permission in writing. The CONTRACTOR shall observe all
labour laws and other statutory rules and regulations in force. In case of any
violations of such laws, rules and regulations, consequence if any, including the cost
thereto shall be exclusively borne by the CONTRACTOR and the EMPLOYER
shall have no liabilit whatsoever on this account.

59 General conditions for construction and erection work:

59.1 The working time at the site of work is 48 hours per week. Overtime work is
permitted in cases of need and the EMPLOYER will not compensate the same. Shift
working at 2 or 3 shifts per day will become necessary and the CONTRACTOR
should take this aspect into consideration for formulating his rates for quotation. No

Alterations in specifications, design and extra works:

The WORK covered under this CONTRACT having to be executed by the
CONTRACTOR on a lumpsum firm price/item rate quoted by him, the
EMPLOYER will not accept any proposdts changes in VALUE OF CONTRACT

or extension in time on account of any such changes which may arise to the
CONTRACTOR's scope of WORK as a result of detailed Engineering and thereafter
during the execution of WORK. The only exception to this will be & edsere the
EMPLOYER requests in writing to the CONTRACTOR to upgrade the
SPECIFICATIONS or the size of any major pieces of equipments, plant or
machinery beyond what is normally required to meet the scope of WORK as defined
in the CONTRACT DOCUMENT.

In such cases, a change order will be initialled by the CONTRACTOR at the
appropriate time for the EMPLOYER's prior approval giving the full bagldata

for their review and for final settlement of any impact on price within 30 (thirty)
days thereafter.

60.2 The ENGINEERIN-CHARGE shall have to make any alterations in, omission from,

additions to or substitutions for, the Schedule of Rates, the original specifications,
drawings, designs and instructions that may appear to him to be necessary or
advisable durig the progress of the WORK and the CONTRACTOR shall be bound
to carry out the such altered/ extra/ new items of WORK in accordance with any
instructions which may be given to him in writing signed by the ENGINHEER
CHARGE, and such alterations, omisspradditions or substitutions shall not
invalidate the CONTRACT and any altered, additional or substituted work which the
CONTRACTOR may be directed to do in the manner above specified as part of the
WORK shall be carried out by the CONTRACTOR on the sapmitions in all
respects on which he agreed to do the main WORK. The time of completion of
WORK may be extended for the part of the particular job at the discretion of the
ENGINEERIN- CHARGE, for only such alterations, additions or substitutions of
the WORK, as he may consider as just and reasonable. The rates for such additional,
altered or substituted WORK under this clause shall be worked out in accordance
with the following provisions:

The opinion of the ENGINEERN- CHARGE, as to whether or not the
rates can be reasonably so derived from the items in this CONTRACT will be
final and binding on the CONTRACTOR.

61.2 Detailed working drawings othe basis of which actual execution of the WORK is
to proceed, will be furnished from time to time during the progress of the work. The
CONTRACTOR shall be deemed to have gone through the DRAWINGS supplied to
him thoroughly and carefully and in conjunctiavith all other connected drawings
and bring to the notice of the ENGINEHR-CHARGE discrepancies, if any,
therein before actually carrying out the Work.

61.3 Copies of all detailed working drawings relating to the WORK shall be kept at the
CONTRACTOR's office on the site and shall be made available to the ENGINEER

The CONTRACTOR shall
also be responsible for the maintenance of all existing survey marksgdrgun
marks, distance marks and center line marks, either existing or supplied and fixed by
the CONTRACTOR. The work shall be set out to the satisfaction of the
ENGINEERIN-CHARGE. The approval there of joining with the CONTRACTOR

by the ENGINEER IN-CHARGE in setting out the work, shall not relieve the
CONTRACTOR of any of his responsibility.

Before beginning the Works, the CONTRACTOR shall at his own cost, provide all
necessary reference and level posts, pegs, bamboos, flags, ranging rods, strings an
other materials for proper layout of the works in accordance with the schemes for
bearing marks acceptable to the ENGINEERCHARGE. The center, longitudinal

or face lines and cross lines shall be marked by means of small masonry pillars.

In order that the CONTRACTOR could obtaiftC® MPLETION CERTIFICATE he
shall make good, with alpossible speed, any defect arising from the defective
materials supplied by the CONTRACTOR or workmanship or any act or omission of
the CONTRACT or that may haween noticed or developed, after the works or groups
of the works has been taken over, the period allowed for camyinguch WORK will

be normal one month. If any defedie not remedied within a reasonable time, the

113 Contractor's barricades:

113.1 i) CONTRACTOR shall erect and maintain barricades required in connection with his
operation to guard or protect:

a) Excavations
b) Hoisting Areas.
c) Areas adjudged hazardous by CONTRACTOR's or EMPLOYER's inspectors.

d) EMPLOYER's existing property subject to damage by CONTRACTOR's
Operations.

e) Rail Road unloading spots.

i) CONTRACTOR's employees and those of his SUBONTRACTOR's shall
becomeacquainted with EMPLOYER's barricading practice and shall respect the
provisions thereof.

iii) Barricades and hazardous areas adjacent to, but not located in normal routes of
travel shall be marked by red flasher lanterns at nights.

114 Scaffolding:

114.1) Suitable scaffolding should be provided for workmen for all works that cannot
safely be done from the ground or from solid construction except such short period
work as can be done safely from ladders. When a ladder is used an extra Mazdoor
shall ke engaged for holding the ladder and if the ladder is used for carrying material
as well, suitable footholds and handholds shall be provided on the ladder and the
ladder shall be given an inclination not steeper than 1 in 4 (1 horizontal and 4
vertical).

i) Scaffolding or staging more than 4 metres above the ground or floor, swing
suspended from an overhead support or erected with stationary support shall have a
guard rail properly attached, bolted, braced and otherwise retarded at least one metre
high aove the floor or platform of such scaffolding or staging and extending along
the entire length of the outside and ends thereof with only such openings as may be
necessary for the delivery of materials.

with the consent of the CONTRACTOR be paid to compromise any claim by any
such person.

115 Excavation and trenching:

115.1 All trenches 1.2 metres or more in depth, shall at all times be supplied with at least
one ladder for each 50 metres length or fraction thereof. Ladder shall be extended
from bottom of the trenches to atleast 1 mebreva the surface of the ground. The
sides of the trenches which are 1.5M in depth shall be stepped back to give suitable
slope or securely held by timber bracing, so as to avoid the danger of sides to
collapse.

a) Workers employed on mixing asphaltic materials, cement and lime mortars shall
be provided with protective footwear and protective gloves.

b) Those engagyl in white washing and mixing or stacking or cement bags or any
material which are injurious to the eyes be provided with protective goggles.
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¢) Those engaged in welding and cutting works shall be provided with protective face
& eye shield, hand glovesic.

d) Stone breakers shall be provided with protective goggles and protective clothing
and seated at sufficiently safe intervals.

e) When workers are employed in sewers and manholes, which are in use, the
CONTRACTOR shall ensure that the manhole covars opened and are
ventilated atleast for an hour before the workers are allowed to get into the
manholes, and the manholes so opened shall be cordoned off with suitable railing
and provided with warning signals or board to prevent accident to the public.

f) The CONTRACTOR shall not employ men below the age of 18 years and women
on the work of painting with products containing lead in any form. Wherever men
above the age of 18 years are employed on the work of lead painting, the
following precautions should laken.

1) No paint containing lead or lead product shall be used except in the form of paste
or readymade paint.

2) Suitable face masks should be supplied for use by the workers when paint is
applied in the form of spray or a surface having lead paiptrdbbed and
scrapped.

3) Overalls shall be supplied by the CONTRACTOR to the workmen and adequate
facilities shall be provided to enable the working painters to wash them during
and on cessation of work.

iii)  When the work is done near any place wihee is risk of drowning, all necessary
safety equipment should be provided and kept ready for use and all necessary steps
taken for prompt rescue of any person in danger and adequate provision should be
made for prompt first aid treatment of all injugiékely to be sustained during the
course of the work.

iv) Use of hoisting machines and tackles including their attachments, anchorage and
supports shall conform to the following standards or conditions:

a) These shall be of good mechanical constrncgound materials and adequate strength
and free from patent defect and shall be kept in good working order.

d) In cag of every hoisting machine and of every chain ring hook, shackle, swivel, and
pulley block used in hoisting or lowering or as means of suspension, the safe working
load shall be ascertained by adequate means. Every hoisting machine and all gears
referredto above shall be plainly marked with the safe working load of the conditions
under which it is applicable and the same shall be clearly indicated. No part of any
machine or any gear referred to above in this paragraph shall be loaded beyond safe
working load except for the purpose of testing.
